standard rotary dial telephone set to provide
for manual and automatic TOUCH-TONE® signaling.
1.02 This section is reissued to show connections
for 1036E dial to 636CA and 637DA telephone
set (Fig. 8).

If trouble is experienced with false
signals being transmitted due to voice
conversation pickup, use exclusion
switch to provide for transmitter cutoff.
Connect the transmitter circuit through
a contact of the exclusion switch so
that the circuit is open when the
exclusion switch is operated. Refer
to Section 501-230-101.

301 When the 1036D dial is connected to a
telephone set using speakerphone the
TOUCH-TONE dial may be rendered inoperative
