
Dial Operator 
and tell her: 

1. The city or town you want. 
2. The out-of-town telephone number or 

the name under which it is listed. 
For example: 

"I'm callinq Pueblo--3456." 
If you don't know the telephone number 

just say, for example: 
"I'm callinq Pueblo--anyone at Mr. 

Lowell's residence, 34 Blank StreeL" 
This is a station-to-station call beca~se 

you have not asked the operator to con­
nect you with a particular person. If you 
want to reach a particular person give 
Long Distance the same information as 
above and the name of the person you 
want. 

Both station-to-station and person-to-per­
son lonq distance rates are reduced every 
niqht after 7 o'clock and all hours Sun­
days. The low Sunday rates actually be­
gin at 7 p. m. Saturday and extend to 4:30 
a.m. Monday.
